1 - NKJV Bible (New King James Bible – available at Back to School Night) Approx. $12  

1 - Premier Agenda (available at Back to School Night) - $10  
24 - #2 good quality sharpened pencils or 10 good quality mechanical pencils  
1 - Hand-held pencil sharpener with container to collect shavings  
1 - Spiral notebook (10 ½ “ by 8”, 70-90 sheets)  
2 - Glue sticks  
2 - Highlighters  
2 - Pink erasers  
1 - Back pack  
1 - Box of crayons (24 count)  
1 - Pkg. colored pencils (12-24 count)  
4 – 6 - Dry erase markers  
2 - 1-inch binders with metal rings (1 to be used for state notebook, 1 to be used as  
      their daily binder)  
1 - Pkg. loose-leaf notebook paper (wide-ruled)  
1 - Box of baby wipes  
1 - Box of Kleenex  
1 - Lunch Pail: "Nutrition Breaks" are permitted during the morning recess and

What extra expenses should I expect as my child transitions to 4th grade?  
 

- Rock-n- Water trip in early May: There is NO additional charge for students – it is covered by 
tuition!  Parents who would like to attend will need to pay around $100 per adult in March 

- Band: (optional) There is NO additional course charge – it is covered by tuition! 

Students will need to provide or rent an instrument and purchase a music book. 

- Choir: (optional) There is NO additional course charge – it is covered by tuition!  Students will need 

to purchase a choir polo shirt (around $20) and have black skirts or slacks for performances 

- School sports: There are NO additional fees – it is covered by tuition!  Some personal equipment 

may be required, like soccer shin guards, etc. 
- CA History Projects: $5 - ? We encourage students to be creative and make  

use of or reuse common household supplies, but there may be a few small items to purchase.  

- Sunsplash:  Honor field trip in May, around $15 per student/$25 per adult
